Get command prompt.
dir *.mp3 /d/n > filename.txt
Left click on "filename.txt".
In the top menu, click on "Edit", 
then click on "Replace"
In "Find what:" enter ".mp3" (without the quote marks).
In "Replace with:" enter ".mp3|" (without the quote marks).
Right click on the new "filename.txt" file,
	choose "send to", and
	click on "WINWORD", or "Microsoft Office Word".
Save "filename.txt" to a plain text file, and
	when the dialog come up, 
	click on "Windows (default)", but 
	leave the 2 check boxes UNCHECKED: 
		(Insert line breaks)
		(allow character substitution), but
	click the arrow to the right of "CR / LF" to get the drop down menu, 
		then, click on "CR".
Now, "filename.txt" has no formatting, and is all run together, with the | divider.
Save "filename.txt".
