What Is A Gospel?
Studied by Mike McGlathery

Any gospel contains three things: A. A NEED.  B. A REMEDY, PROMISE. C. Each individual’s part is to trust God that His remedy SAVES ME from my need.

I. For instance, our gospel of the grace of God contains: 

A. "A NEED"

Romans 3:23, "For ALL HAVE SINNED, 
and COME SHORT OF THE GLORY OF GOD...."

Romans 6:23a, "For the WAGES OF SIN IS DEATH...."

Colossians 2:13  "And you, being DEAD IN YOUR SINS 

AND THE UNCIRCUMCISION of your flesh...." 

So, the NEED proclaimed by the gospel of the grace of God is that we all are sinners and come short of the glory of God, and the wages of sin is death.

II. Our gospel of the grace of God also contains:
B. "GOD’S REMEDY, PROMISE"

Ephesians 1:7  In whom WE have 
redemption THROUGH HIS BLOOD, the FORGIVENESS of sins, 
according to the riches of his grace;

Colossians 1:14  In whom WE have 

redemption THROUGH HIS BLOOD, even the FORGIVENESS of sins:

Colossians 1:20,  And, having 
MADE PEACE THROUGH THE BLOOD OF HIS CROSS, 

by him to reconcile all things unto himself; 

by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven.

Colossians 1:3-6, "We give thanks to God 
and the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, 

praying always for you,

Colossians 1:4,  Since we heard of YOUR FAITH IN CHRIST JESUS, 

and of the love which ye have to all the saints,

Colossians 1:5,  FOR THE HOPE WHICH IS LAID UP FOR YOU IN HEAVEN, 

whereof YE HEARD BEFORE IN THE WORD OF THE TRUTH OF THE GOSPEL;

Colossians 1:6,  Which is come UNTO YOU, as it is IN ALL THE WORLD; 
and BRINGETH FORTH FRUIT, as IT DOTH also in you, 

SINCE THE DAY ye HEARD of it, and KNEW the grace of God in truth...."

How does the grace of God in truth appear to us?

Colossians 2:13,  "And you, being dead in your sins 

and the uncircumcision of your flesh, 

hath he QUICKENED together with him, 

HAVING FORGIVEN YOU all trespasses...."

Titus 2:11, For the grace of God that bringeth salvation 

hath appeared to all men,

So, the REMEDY and PROMISE proclaimed by the gospel of the grace of God is that Jesus Christ made peace through the blood of His cross.
III. Our gospel of the grace of God has its:

C. "CONDITIONS, OUR PART"

Ephesians 2:8,  For by grace 

are ye saved 

through faith; 

("by grace" refers to "are you saved". In other words, "You are saved BY GRACE [God's grace], through FAITH [your initial faith in receiving the reconciliation that Christ accomplished by the blood of His cross.]). (So, "through faith" also refers to "are ye saved".)

and that 


("THAT" salvation.)

and that not of yourselves: 
it is the gift of God:


("it" refers again to that salvation by which "ye are saved".)

it is the gift of God:

Ephesians 2:9,  Not of works, lest any man should boast.


Again,

Ephesians 2:8,  For by grace are ye saved through faith; 

and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:

Ephesians 2:9,  Not of works, lest any man should boast.

Colossians 1:4,  Since we heard of YOUR FAITH IN CHRIST JESUS, 

and of the love which ye have to all the saints,

Colossians 1:5,  For the hope which is laid up for you in heaven, 

whereof YE HEARD BEFORE IN THE WORD OF THE TRUTH OF THE GOSPEL;

Colossians 1:6,  Which is come unto you, as it is in all the world; 

and bringeth forth fruit, as it doth also in you, 

since the day YE HEARD OF IT, AND KNEW the grace of God in truth:

Titus 3:4,  But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour 

toward man appeared,

Titus 3:5,  NOT BY WORKS of righteousness which we have done, 

but according to HIS MERCY 

he saved US, 


(How did He save us).

he saved US, by the 
washing of regeneration, 
and renewing of the Holy Ghost;

Titus 3:6,  Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;

Titus 3:7,  That being justified by his grace, 

we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.

Titus 3:8,  This is a faithful saying, 
and these things I will that thou affirm constantly, 

that THEY WHICH HAVE BELIEVED IN GOD 

might BE CAREFUL TO 

(Not "MUST", but "might be careful to").

might BE CAREFUL TO maintain good works. 

These things are good and profitable unto men.

So, the NEED proclaimed by the GOSPEL OF THE GRACE OF GOD is that we all are sinners and come short of the glory of God, and the wages of sin is death.

The REMEDY proclaimed by the GOSPEL OF THE GRACE OF GOD is that Jesus Christ made peace through the blood of His cross.

The CONDITION proclaimed by the GOSPEL OF THE GRACE OF GOD is that we must believe the gospel, for our own situation, that Christ did it all,  without our help. Christ died FOR OUR sins, was buried, and rose again for our justification. “Believe on him to life everlasting.” (First Timothy 1:16)
1 Timothy 1:16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, 

that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all longsuffering, 

for a pattern to them which should hereafter 

believe on him to life everlasting.
